Rocks play a central role in the structure of the garden & creation of spaces & feature elements, creating strength that balances open spaces rock & gravel pathways lead the visitor to changing views.

As in the Japanese garden pruning & shaping is required Japanese red pine & Black pine , Buddhist pine, Camellia sasanqua & Japonica.
So to Banksiasia serrata, Integrifolia , Syzigium tiny trev, Pittosporum tobira.

Just as in Japanese garden Buxus, Azaleas, Spirea, Pieris, Sasanquas Viburmum require regular tip pruning , rounding & shaping so do Westringeas , Banksia intergrifolia,  Spinnlosa, Bakea virgata dwarf also require it .
